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Clubhouse Rules

1. Keep your dog under control and on leash at all times when you are not on the Pavilion course or not in a designated off-leash play area.
2. You MUST pick up feces dog waste from your dog inside and outside the building. There is an outside play yard where you can potty your dog before you start your indoor activities. Please use the outside trashcan next to the door for dog waste. If your dog eliminates (pees) inside the building, cleaning supplies are provided. Use the designated trashcan to dispose of paper towels and plastic bags used for cleaning up after dogs.
3. Soft soled shoes only are allowed on the carpet and mats. If outside conditions cause shoes to track (rain, mud, sand, etc), please bring clean shoes to wear while you practice. We love our carpet and mats and they were very expensive. Help us keep them in good condition for you.
4. Please do not adjust the thermostats. If you feel the current settings are not adequate, please contact a Club PAWS Facility Staff Member
5. Pavilion Guests Only: 
1. Pavilion Guests - Please do not move obstacle equipment in main training pavilion, if you would like a special configuration, let us know.
2. Pavilion Guests - Please be respectful of other members by taking turns and not monopolizing equipment. During peak practice times, it will be necessary to limit turns to 2 minutes.
3. Pavilion Guests - Practice times may vary from day to day, depending on class schedules and private lessons, you MUST have a confirmed reservation for practice time in the Pavilion
6. There is a maximum limit of club members that can be in the facility at any given time, please call in-advance to ensure you can be admitted.
7. A maximum of two (2) dogs per handler will be allowed
8. You must sign-in and sign-out at the front desk when using the Club PAWS facility    
9. No smoking is allowed in the outside play yard or building.
10. No Children under the age of 8 will be admitted to Club PAWS
11. Do not allow children to run or play on any of the equipment. Children are NOT allowed to run or be disruptive while at the facility.
12. There will be no teaching of classes or private lessons by members at the facility without the express written permission of Canine Academy Management.
13. Absolutely no food allowed in the facility, this includes dog treats. Only bottled water with a cap is allowed in the Pavilion area and coffee, tea, soft drinks are allowed in Paws PARK and Patio areas.
14. Keep a positive outlook about the facility and other members. It will take the cooperation of ALL members to make the practice and play arrangement successful. However, if you have a concern or constructive suggestion, please let a CLUB Paws Staff member know. 
15. Please do NOT bring guests that have not met the Club PAWS membership requirements, they will NOT be admitted. 
16. Please report damages to the facility or equipment immediately. 
Membership Probation and /or Revocation
Club PAWS is an exclusive membership for responsible dog owners.  Providing a safe, clean and enjoyable club environment is our primary mission. 
Membership Probation
A member may be given probation status if:
· the member is not adhering to club rules after being informed of rule infractions, verbally and/or written
· the member's dog is displaying behavioral issues deemed dangerous to other club members
Probation will be lifted when corrective actions have been taken and deemed satisfied by CLUB Paws Management. Corrective action options will be given to the member.
Membership Revocation
A member's club status can be terminated if:
· the member continues to not adhere to club rules after being informed of rule infractions, verbally and/or written
· the member's dog continues to display behavioral issues deemed dangerous to other club members
